Our work involves drilling deep into the
ground and pumping concrete to build the
foundations of the pedestrian bridge over
Muddy Creek.

We will use a piling rig, light vehicles, an
excavator, a concrete pump and truck to
complete this work.

How will our work affect you?

Some of the piling work will be noisy. We
will carry out this work periodically over the
three week period.

We will also help to reduce noise by using
non-tonal reversing alarms (quackers) on
all machinery and by turning off equipment
and vehicles when they are not being used
and minimising reversing where possible.
